Kaylee has always suffered from ear infections and has had about four sets of grommets in her lifetime.  At the beginning of this year, she suffered from severe ear infections that ended up as Glue Ear.  On the advice of our ENT, we took her for a hearing test on 7 April.

This Audiologist’s test showed that she had moderate hearing loss in her left ear, and moderately severe hearing loss in her right ear.  When looking at these results, out ENT said that there was no infection or Glue Ear and that the most likely cause of the hearing loss was the three small bones in her inner ear becoming dislodged due to repeated infections, and were no longer able to conduct the sound from the outer ear along the auditory nerve, and into the brain.  The only solution for this in the long term would be surgery to reattach the bones, but that would not happen until she was in her late teens or early twenties, as if she had another ear infection after the operation she would be back to square one.

In the meantime, to help her cope at school and in social situations, he said that hearing aids would be the only way to go.

As soon as Kaylee and I had got home, we told Don then mailed the elders and asked that Kaylee be prayed for an anointed with oil the following Sunday.
Don and I prayed for her, as well as the rest of the church.  She was also prayed for by Don’s folks home church in Umhlanga, as well as friends from Father’s House in Table View.

Scripture that we were given was so encouraging:

Josh 1:9 – This is My command – Be strong and courageous!  Do not be afraid or discouraged.  For the Lord your God is with you wherever you go.
Ps 103:2-3 – Praise the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits, who forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases.

We went back for the follow-up hearing test and what was supposed to be the fitting of hearing aids for Kaylee on 7 May.  Throughout the test, I had a certainty that healing was taking place.

What was supposed to be a 45-minute appointment turned into one and a half hours.  The Audiologist was so surprised by the results that she did the test a second time, and kept asking me if Kaylee has been sick or had a cold or flu the last time we had come to see her, anything that could have disrupted her hearing at the time of the first test.

I kept telling her that we had simply been praying, and that God’s favour was on her.

The results of the second test:  Her left ear is within normal hearing range, and her right ear has minimal hearing loss.

1st Audiogram – anything below the 20 line is considered hearing loss.  The right ear had gone right down to 70.

2nd Audiogram – The right ear is between 20 and 40, while the left ear averages at 20.
